The Early Years Curriculum 
  

In Nursery and Reception at St George’s, we aim to give your child the  

best possible start to school life. Like all providers of early years  

education from the age of 3 years, we work to the Curriculum provided  

by the DfE, alongside  Development Matters . Th is is a framework that the  

Government has produced to ensure that children can reach certain  

goals by the end of Reception.   

We provide a stimulating environment that encourages the child to be  

leaders in their own learning. We are proud of our nurturing et hos  

where adults sensitively plan playful activities that meet the needs of the  

individual. Every child is carefully observed and assessed in their play so  

that meaningful next steps can be made.

Development Matters   
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To provide for the 3 Prime  Areas and the 4 Specific Areas of learning, here are  

some of the experiences your child will have.   

Personal, Social and Emotional Development    

Listen to stories that model good behaviour, showing respect for others. Play  

games that encourage turn taking. Talk about their families. Talk about their  

feelings.    

Communication and Language   

Listen to a variety of stories and be able to answer appropria tely. Listen to  

simple instructions. Listen to each other in big group times. Talk about their  

paintings and models. Talk to their friends during role play.   

Physical Development   

Run, jump and climb in our lovely outdoors environments. Use pencils, paint  

br ushes and other tools to mark make.

Literacy   

Begin to learn letter names and sounds. Read an increasing range of books. Take  

part in phonics lessons. Write their name, as well as caption and labels.    

Mathematics   

Play with containers in the sand and water, order numerals to 20 on a number  

line.  Sing counting songs and play dominoes. Use money in the role play shop.   

Understanding of the World   

Look at plants and animals. Grow seeds. Dig in the back yard. Observe tadpoles  

changing into frogs. Talk about home, holidays and families. Spend time in our   

Forest School and on the yard during Outdoor Learning Day.   

Expressive Arts and Design   

Paint, draw, build, and create to make representations of the world around. Dress  

up and pretend. Dance and sing.     

  

During the day, children will have a large  amount of ‘free flow play’ time  –   this is  

their chance to explore their fascinations and become absorbed in their play, and  

learning.   

  

Throughout their time in Early Years, they will begin to take part in small group  

sessions with an adult leading a more f ocused learning task.   



  

Frequently Asked Questions  

 What shall my child wear?    
  

School uniform is worn at St George’s Catholic Primary to give our children a sense of identity  

and pride in our school. Our school uniform, for Nursery and Reception, is:    

  

• Grey pinafore or skirt  
• Grey trousers    
• White polo shirt    
• Bottle green jumper or cardigan  
• Black school shoes (not Trainers)  
• Green and white checked dress/playsuit may be worn by girls and grey shorts by boys or 

girls in the summer term.    

Dressing independently is a skill that we hope to develop in nursery so we ask that children 

wear black shoes that they will eventually be able to put on and take off themselves.   

Jumpers, cardigans and polo shirts with school logo may be ordered from Top Class Uniforms  

Schools - TCU Group. Children are welcome to wear unbranded, plain jumpers, cardigans 

and polo shirts, provided they are in school colours (bottle green and white)    

School PE kit is:  

 • Plain, unbranded white round neck t -shirt  

• Plain, unbranded black or navy shorts, leggings or track pants  

• Regular school jumper (not hoody/jacket)  
• Trainers  

 What should my child bring to school on a daily basis?    

A book bag.   This will encourage your children to become more independent and ensure you 

receive all essential information from school.   

A water bottle: To be brought into school daily, with their name on and is accessible at all 

times.   

A full change of spare clothes for outdoor/messy/water play. These should all be brought in a 

named drawstring bag to keep on their peg.    

For nursery: A full change of clothes just in case of any accidents. They should also have 3 

changes of underwear available. These should all be brought in a named drawstring bag to 

keep on their peg. If your child is still not toilet trained can you please provide nappies/pull  

ups and wipes daily.  

Please ensure all items of clothing are named.  
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Outdoors  
We will be spending a lot of time outside – whatever the weather! We have a 

selection of wellies and waterproofs, but your child may be more comfortable 

if they have their own in school. Please bring a coat in daily.   

We will be outside in all weathers (rain, snow, sun) so please dress your child in 

suitable clothes and ensure they bring the relevant items: coat, hat, gloves, sun 

hat, sun cream.   

PE                                                                                                                               

Currently on our PE days, we come to school dressed for PE and stay in our kits 

all day. Nursery and Reception access a PE session weekly and are asked to wear 

PE kits on the set PE day.     

What about snack time?  

Children will have access to a variety of healthy fruit and milk on a daily basis.   

Prayers and Liturgies?  

As a Catholic school, the children will be encouraged to join in with simple prayers 

and liturgies. They will become familiar with the Gospel through Bible stories and 

activities.   

Lunch                                                                                                                                  

If your child is staying at school for lunch, you have the choice of a school lunch 

or providing them with a packed lunch. Reception children are entitled to free 

school meals. Unfortunately, Nursery are not entitled to free school lunches 

and there is a cost payable through Parent2Schools.   

What if my child is ill?  
When children first start to mix with more children, they are liable to pick up 

illnesses of various sorts. Doing so is often beneficial as it helps build immunity 

in later life - tummy upsets; ear infections; sore throats are all very common. If 

your doctor diagnoses that your child has measles, mumps, chicken pox or 

Covid19, please speak to school to find out how long they need to be kept off. 

If your child ever has sickness and diarrhoea they MUST be kept off school for 

at least 48 hours after the last episode. Please inform the school office as 

soon as you can to inform them if you child is going to be off.

If you suspect that your child may have some form of special need - whether a 

learning delay, language problem, behaviour difficulty or other concern - 

please feel free to talk to a member of staff at any time.

Safety and Car Parking                                                                                                 

Be careful bringing your child to school by car. Please be respectful to our local 

residents and do not block in private parking spaces or driveways.   

Collecting and dropping off                                                                                         
The day begins at 8:45am for all Nursery and Reception children (gates open at 

8:30am). Those Nursery children who are leaving us after the morning session 

should be collected promptly at 11:30 from the school gates. Those who are 

staying for the full day should be collected from the designated entrance at 

3:15pm. We will only release a child to an ADULT who is known to us. Please 

inform the school beforehand if somebody different is collecting your child.   

Nursery 15 or 30 Hours                                                                                                

As you may be aware new government funding means that children some 

children in nursery are entitled to 30 hours of free child care. Please see the 

letter attached to see if your child qualifies. All of our Nursery places are 30 

Hours (full time) fully funded.  

Wrapround Provision - Breakfast Club and After School Club                             
Open to children from Reception to Year 6.                                                  
Breakfast Club runs from 8am until the beginning of the school day. 
(Reception aged children only). Any child in receipt of a Free School Meal can 
access the Breakfast Club for free. Parents and carers need to complete a 
Registration Form to enable their child to access Breakfast Club. Once this form 
is completed, children can access this provision as and when parents and carers 
need it. There is no need to pre-book.                                                           
After School Club runs from 3.15pm until 5:30pm. (Reception aged children 
only). Parents and carers need to complete a Booking Form. All After School 
Sessions will need to be booked and paid for in advance and no later than 
9.00am on the day the provision is needed.
