…begin to use paragraphs.

…use a range of sentences with more than one 

clause by using a range of conjunctions. 

…use the perfect form of verbs to mark the 

relationship of time and cause. 

…proof-read to check for errors in spelling and 

punctuation. 

…use headings and subheadings.
